Questions and Answers About Lent 

Q.  I understand that all the Fridays of Lent are days of ab-

stinence from meat, but I'm not sure what is classified as 

meat.  Does meat include chicken and dairy products?  

 

A.  Abstinence laws consider that meat comes only from animals 

such as chickens, cows, sheep or pigs --- all of which live on 

land. Birds are also considered meat. Abstinence does not in-

clude meat juices and liquid foods made from meat.  Thus, such 

foods as chicken broth, consomm®, soups cooked or flavored 

with meat, meat gravies or sauces, as well as seasonings or 

condiments made from animal fat are technically not forbid-

den.  However, moral theologians have traditionally taught that 

we should abstain from all animal-derived products (except foods 

such as gelatin, butter, cheese and eggs, which do not have any 

meat taste).  Fish are a different category of animal.  Salt and 

freshwater species of fish, amphibians, reptiles, (cold-blooded 

animals) and shellfish are permitted.

March 19: Solemnity of St. Joseph,  
Husband of the Blessed Virgin Mary 

 
Silence is goldené St. Joseph, the model of humility, 

and one of the world's greatest saints, is often men-

tioned as being silent. This silence speaks volumes. 

In it, the Church realizes his faithfulness, his love and 

his acceptance of the Holy Will of God. St. Joseph 

was not a man of many words: he was a man of ac-

tion. We have only one direct statement about his 

personality: in Matthew's Gospel, he is described as 

"a righteous man" (Matthew 1:19). His actions alone 

reveal everything else we know about him. He brings 

Mary and the Child she bears into his home when, in 

the sight of the world, he would be justified in di-

vorcing her. He leads the expectant Mary into Bethle-

hem, and flees with her and her Child into Egypt. 

When it is safe, he returns with the two into Galilee. 

He does all of this, because God asks it of him. He 

never hesitates. Each time we read that the angel 

spoke to Joseph, the following sentence begins with 

the action St. Joseph took. "Joseph awoke," "Joseph 

rose," "He went." Each time he received a summons, 

his reaction was to follow the call immediately. Nev-

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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 

 Long ago, the custom of sending some pieces of 
consecrated bread from the Lordôs Table began to take 
hold. Originally it was a way of assuring the sick and 
imprisoned of their bonds of faith and affection with the 
community from whom they were separated. By the 
third century, at least in Rome, we have evidence that the 
bishop would consign some of the sacred elements to 
presbyters or deacons. 
 There was a crisis in the unity of the church early on, 
called the quartodeciman controversy, since some people 
wanted to celebrate the Pasch on the fourteenth day 
(quartodecima) of the Jewish month Nissan, even if it 
didnôt fall on a Sunday. The debate so fractured the 
church that the historian of the era, Eusebius, reported a 
new development to the pope. He wrote that the church-
es holding to the Lordôs Day sent out consecrated bread 
to the disgruntled people of the quartodeciman pastors 
with whom they were quarreling. Meanwhile, bishops 
complained about people taking the Eucharist home. St. 
Cyprian told a cautionary tale of a sinful woman who 
tried to open the ñcasketò containing the consecrated 
bread in her home. She was deterred from receiving, he 
said, by flames erupting from the box. Clearly, he want-
ed people to think twice before bringing Communion 
home! 
 The Council of Nicaea defined the ñold rule of the 
churchò as allowing for reserving the Eucharistic bread 
for the sake of the dying. The same council could foresee 
circumstances of persecution when people might have 
the Eucharist on hand to administer to one another in a 
time of great danger, literally, at the point of a sword. 
The first and enduring purpose for reserving the Eucha-
rist is viaticum for the dying.

First Reading  / Exodus 17:3-7 
 
1. In the desert, filled with thirsty panic, the Israelites grumbled that 
God was not with them. Can you relate to this situation in some 
way? Moses was afraid for his life: what did he do? What helps you? 
 
2. Think of all the ways water is important to your life. The name of 
the mountain where Moses struck the rock was Horeb, which means 
ñdryò or ñdesolate.ò What is the significance of this and of the water 
imagery in salvation history? 

 
Second Reading / Romans 5:1-2, 5-8 
 
1. Everything has been done for us. Christ died for all of us, made us 
deserving and gave us his Spirit to pour Godôs love into our hearts. 
What is our part? 
 
2. Paul says, ñThe Holy Spirit has been given to us.ò What do these 
words mean to you? Do you rely on the Holy Spirit to come to your 
aid when you need help? How often do you call on this Spirit? 

 
Gospel / John 4:5-42 
 
1. ñJews use nothing in common with Samaritans,ò the Gospel says. 
And the woman at the well was a Samaritan. How did Jesus handle 
this barrier, and the gender issue at the well? When was the only 
other time Jesus mentions his thirst? 
 
2. In his general audience, Pope Francis spoke to 80,000 people 
about how the Holy Spirit is related to mankindôs thirsts. For what 
do you thirst? 
 
Mankind is like a wanderer who, across the deserts of life, thirsts for 
water thatôs alive, gushing and fresh, able to fully slacken his deep 
desire for light, love, beauty and peace. Everyone desires this, he 
said. 
 
It is Jesus who gives humanity this living water through the Holy 
Spirit, the pope said, ñso that our lives may be guided, animated and 
nourished by God.ò

THIRSTING FOR LIFE-GIVING WATERS 
 

 Especially during the Lenten, Holy Week, and Easter 
seasons, the prayer texts of the Eastern Church revel in 
paradoxical images of Christ: the eternal life who is put to 
death, the host of the supper who is also its meal, the 
thirsty crucified one with living water streaming from his 
side. These images flow from the evangelistsô portrayals 
of Jesus and from his very ministry, during 
which he often upset or reversed peopleôs 
expectations about him or the ways of 
God. This ñreversalò is at play in todayôs 
Gospel, as Jesus speaks to an enemy for-
eigner who is also a woman beneath his 
status. In addition he, the thirsting one, 
shows the woman to be the one truly thirst-
ing. Heðwhose parched lips will say ñI 
thirstò before he diesðis the source of life and life-giving 
water. Lent calls upon us to dwell on how each of us is 
thirsting for Christ and it leads us, ultimately, back to the 
life-giving waters of our baptism into his Body.
