In the ancient world, ñhouseholdò was a wide-reaching concept. When Joshua today speaks of his household serving the 
Lord, he meant not just those people who lived inside his walls or those related to him by blood or marriage; he meant 
slaves or servants and their families, and anyone indebted to him in any way. Even his livestock and other possessions 
would be consecrated to service of God. In our world, we value allowing individuals their freedom to choose how they 
live, and wouldnôt think of offering our pets to the service of God. But, as we discern our vocation as disciples baptized 
into Christ, we can come to realize how far-ranging the ñhouseholdsò of our lives still are: how we act toward our spouses, 
children, roommates or anyone we live with; our behavior with neighbors; or in public as we encounter many ñstrangersò 
every day in stores or traffic who suddenly are ñnext doorò to us. How can we use our time, our resources, or gifts for self-
less reasons rather than personal gain? No matter what life our witness to the Good News calls us to, we all have a 
ñhouseholdò that must be consecrated to service of the Lord our God. 
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Catholic Daughters of the Americas strives to embrace the prin-
ciple of faith working through love in the promotion of justice, 
equality, and the advancement of human rights and human digni-
ty for all.  We donate to local and national charities, administer 
scholarship programs and strive ñto be helping hands where 
there is pain, poverty, sorrow or sickness.ò For example: We 
collect Box tops for Education to support programs at Asheville 
Catholic School.  Box tops are collected and sent to ACS twice a 
year, in April and December  Members of the parish are encour-
aged to participate. Box tops may be given to any Catholic 
Daughter.
